Three Stillwater Junior High students 
will soon be on their way to Chicago in 
hopes of bringing home a national title.

Adam Driskell, Chris Garafollo and 
Rachael Fieldsend recently placed first 
in Oklahoma in the Jaguar F1 Team in 
Schools CAD/CAM Design Challenge 
held in Tulsa April 5-7.

The Stillwater students, members of 
Trevor Fieldsend’s, technology education 
class, joined with Meridian Technology 
Center students to design, analyze, 
make, test and race a 1/20th-scale 
Formula One racing car.

“They learn about the design process, 
aerodynamics, speed, weight and 
friction,’ Fieldsend said. “They also learn 
how to give a presentation.”

Fieldsend said the cars were fired both 
automatically and manually three 
times during the state competition to 
determine race time and points scored.

After the race was completed, the 
students gave an oral presentation on 
the process of their work.

The students will attend the national 
conference June 27-30 in Chicago, 
Illinois.

If they win that competition, they 
would move on to the international 
competition this fall in Birmingham, 
England.

Fieldsend’s students collaborated with 
Meridian Technology Center’s Computer 
Aided Drafting and CNC Machining 
programs, which were able to assist with 
the modification of drawings and the 
manufacturing of the basic car.

Russell Frick is the instructor of the CAD 
program and worked with the students.

Fieldsend said Frick was very helpful in 
working with his students.
“Russell bent over backwards to help 
us with the design and get the car out,” 
Fieldsend said.

Working with their Meridian 
counterparts, the junior high students 
were exposed to the latest engineering 
technology at a much higher level.

The event was held by the Technology 
Student Association (TSA), and F1 in 
Schools, Inc. TSA seeks to offer young 
people exposure to engineering 
technology across the nation.

Fieldsend said it took about three 
months to complete the car and his 
students competed against 12 other 
teams.

Frick said he enjoyed helping the junior 
students learn.

“It really gets students interested when 
they see what they have created,” Frick 
said.

“It really opens their eyes to the 
possibilities.”
